Applachia Service Project News 
 On June 19th four vans packed with tools, ladders and luggage will pull out of the 
Faith parking lot headed  for  Chavies, Kentucky.  The 14 youth, 3 young adult leaders and 8 
adult leaders in these vans represent the four work crews that will be making homes in Perry 
County warmer, drier and safer during their week long home repair ministry. This will be Faithõs 25th year of 
participation with the Appalachia Service Project. 
 The Center in Chavies, a town of about 500, will be home away from home as the Faith team serves in 
Perry  County,  population of 29,136 persons.  About 29.10 percent of the population live below the poverty line, 
including 36 percent of those under age 18 and 20.60 percent of those age 65 or over. Rich in natural resources, 
Perry Countyõs history is tied to the coal and lumber industries. 

 The youth have been preparing since January  by attending study sessions related to the culture and 
sensitivity issues of  Appalachia.  They are presently involved in construction practice, building a concrete bike 

path and storage shed for Faithful Friends Preschoolõs tricycles and helmets.  Stop by and view the progress. 

 Fund raising is in full swing and thanks to you, the congregation,  it has been very successful .  The penny 
bucket is a sixth of a mile into the òSecond Mile of Penniesó for ASPó.  The senior high brokerage table has seen a 
flurry of activity the past three weeks.  As of this writing  739 shares of ASP stock are held by 137 shareholders.
